Acts 24-26. At least a couple had years passed, and Paul was still imprisoned by the Romans.
Paul appeared before governors (Felix, Festus) and kings (Agrippa Il), but no one could figure

Yet Paul couldn't be released, because the Jews still intended
to kill him (25:3).
